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The President’s Corner

Thank goodness winter 2007/08 is over! And WHAT a winter it was. The
thought of sun, fun & boating on Pine Lake brings to mind pleasant
thoughts, BUT, it also brings to mind that pesky weed issue. We are
providing this update in order to keep everyone informed on the status
of the weed treatment program.

The Eurasian Watermilfoil resolution is moving forward and the first
public hearing is scheduled for April 22, 2008, 7 PM, MCTI ~ Gymnasium.
Please watch your mail for notification from the Township, of this
meeting. PLEASE PLAN TO ATTEND THIS IMPORTANT MEETING.

In the meantime, you may be approached to sign a STOP petition. This
is an effort to STOP the special assessment which will provide the funds
to pay for Eurasian Milfoil treatment. Please read all petitions
CAREFULLY BEFORE signing your name! The PLA also asks you to
consider these FACTS before signing a STOP petition:

1) Eurasian Milfoil IS proven to be a Non-native/invasive, aquatic
species infesting approx. 1/3 of 660 acres in Pine Lake.

2) There are NO plans to use Sonar (designed as a full-lake
treatment), or the same herbicide by any other name.

3) The proposed herbicide is Triclopyr and will be applied as a
“spot-treatment application” to all Eurasian Milfoil ONLY; in all 4
lakes. Triclopyr will not harm the 25 native aquatic species. In
reality, it will actually help preserve our native species, thus
improving the natural habitat for fish & wildlife, and the overall
health of Pine Lake.

4) Wildlife & fish will not be killed or mutated by this herbicide
because sunlight breaks down the active ingredient within hours
of application. It is not harmful to humans or pets.

5) The Township has consulted with ASI (the PLA recommended lake
management firm) and the DNR (fisheries division) for their
input. ASI will directly supervise ALL treatment applications.

6) The PLA & Township goals are a well managed, professionally
supervised treatment program for Pine Lake to insure safety for
wildlife, native plants, swimmers & pets and a navigable lake for
fishermen and recreational boaters.

7) PLEASE OBTAIN THE FACTS about this program before signing a
STOP petition! Contact the PLA or the Township for answers to
your questions & more information.

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Proposed Phosphorus Fertilizer Ban in Prairieville Township

The Township Board is currently reviewing the benefits and feasibility of a new Township ordinance,
banning the use of phosphorus fertilizers. Trustee Bill Miller has been diligent in his research on this
issue and instrumental in the introduction of the ban. The Township discussions have addressed
unique issues such as new lawns requiring phosphorus and how a ban such as this could be enforced.
The Township recommends an increase in availability of these “lake friendly” fertilizers, to residents
and continued education to encourage cooperation and willingness of lake residents to comply.
